® 7 convex lenses ® tape

WHAT TO DO:

€. Take one of the paper towel tubes and use a pair of
scissors to cut through it lengthwise until it is open.
It should look like the letter U from the side. Close it
so one side overlaps the other.

@ Place the second lens on the outside of the outer
tube with the curved side facing away from the
tube. Tape this in place, making sure to not cover
up too much of the lens with tape.
